1) Earthquake near Zagreb, Croatia (22 March)

2) 2020 Virtual (Online) European University Conference (27-29 March)
With approximately 1,000 participants from 43 countries, this gathering needs the prayer of the whole Body to
cover the conference, supply all the participants, and release the Lord to do all that is in His heart for this time.
